Subject:	Amendment to CaseMUN Constitution

AMEND SECTION IV, PREAMBLE

The final line of the preamble to this section should read as:

The members of the Cabinet shall be the Vice President, Secretary of the Interior, Secretary of the Treasury, Public Relations Representative, Secretary of the Archives, and Secretary of Operations.

AMEND SECTION IV, SUBCLAUSE 2
2. Secretary of State: 
1. The Secretary of State shall also hold the title of Executive Vice-President, and shall fulfill the duties of the President if the President is unable to fulfill these duties or if the President is absent. 
2. The Secretary of State shall be directly responsible for CWRUMUN's registration and travel arrangements for Competitions.
TO:
2. Vice-President: 
1. The Vice-President shall also hold the titles of “Head Delegate,” “Secretary of State,” and “Commissar”, and, if specifically directed by the President, may perform any necessary executive function.
2. In the absence of the President, the Vice-President shall preside at all meetings of the Executive Board and at all meetings of the General Body.
3. The Vice-President shall undertake to train the members of the club, so that they may better assist the club in fulfilling the provisions of Article II. 
4. The Vice-President is to act as a head delegate for the club while the club is attending conferences, or is otherwise away from the CWRU campus.
5. The Vice-President may designate a member of the club to serve as secondary head delegate for the club while the club is attending conferences.  If no member is assigned this role, the President or next highest ranking member of the club attending that conference will serve as a secondary head delegate.
6. The Vice-President shall have the power to assign conference positions to delegates to best serve the needs of the club.
DELETE SECTION IV, SUBCLAUSE 5
5. Commissar:  
1. The Commissar shall undertake to train the members of the club, so that they may better assist the club in fulfilling the provisions of Article II. 
2. The Commissar shall ensure that all members are able to subscribe to the model un mailing list. \
3. The Commissar is to act as the head delegate for the club while the club is attending conferences, or is otherwise away from the CWRU campus.
4. The Commissar is charged with the organization and leading of the club when it is way from the CWRU campus or at a conference setting.

AMEND SECTION VII, SUBCLAUSE 3
3. The Secretary-General shall preside over a presidential election, and accept nominations and seconds.  Should no Secretary-General be present or in office, the presider will follow the list in order:

3. Treasurer
4. Vice-President 
5. Public Relations Representative
6. Secretary of the Archives

AMEND SECTION IV, SUBCLAUSE 3
3. Secretary of the Treasury: 
1. The Secretary of the Treasury shall be responsible for making all disbursements from and deposits to the club's accounts. 
2. The Secretary of the Treasury shall maintain up-to-date financial records for the Club and shall be able to present a copy of these records upon request. 
3. The Secretary of the Treasury shall endeavor to ensure that the club has enough funds to meet the purposes stated in Article II, and all other activities undertaken by the club. 
4. The Secretary of the Treasury shall maintain the budget and the club's past financial records. 
5. The Secretary of the Treasury shall present a statement of the Club's finances at each general meeting. 
TO
3. Secretary of the Treasury (Treasurer): 
1. The Treasurer shall be responsible for making all disbursements from and deposits to the club's accounts.
2. The Treasurer shall be directly responsible for CWRUMUN's registration and travel arrangements for competitions, and shall be required, immediately upon registering, to inform the Executive Board of the login, password, and registration information for each conference.
3. The Treasurer shall maintain up-to-date financial records for the Club and shall be able to present a copy of these records upon request. 
4. The Treasurer shall endeavor to ensure that the club has enough funds to meet the purposes stated in Article II, and all other activities undertaken by the club. 
5. The Treasurer shall maintain the budget and the club's past financial records. 
6. The Treasurer shall present a statement of the Club's finances at each general meeting. 
AMEND SECTION IV, ADD SUBCLAUSE 8
8. Secretary of Operations
1. The operations chair is in charge of any Case Model UN event or activity held on campus. Events include, but are not limited to: the activities fair, springfest, Satco, and any other events that Case Model UN may sponsor or co-sponsor (i.e speakers or film showings).
2. Responsibilities of the chair include: event registration, organization of volunteers, buying and maintaining supplies and materials, as well as all other duties regarding the scheduled event.

DELETE SECTION IV, SUBCLAUSE 6.2

AMEND SECTION XI
Article XI: Ratification:
1. This Constitution shall enter into force immediately upon ratification by two-thirds of those members who are present and voting at a General Meeting of the club. 
2. This Constitution shall expire two years after Ratification. This Constitution must be ratified between January 1st and the start of Spring Break in each odd-numbered calendar year, beginning with calendar year 2001. 
3. During Re-Ratification, the club shall duly consider all aspects of this Constitution, especially the provisions of Article II. 
TO
Article XI: Amendments
1. The President may announce a meeting of the General Body to amend the Constitution at any time.  The meeting may be held no earlier than one week after the announcement is made.
2. At any point until the meeting begins, any voting member may submit to the Secretary-General suggested amendments to the Constitution.
3. The Secretary-General will preside over this meeting
4. Sponsors of amendments will be given a chance to address the General Body regarding the proposed amendments, and the General Body will be permitted to ask questions of the sponsors.
5. After each amendment is presented voting shall commence via secret ballot. Voting by proxy shall not be permitted in elections. All present voting members shall be permitted to vote. 
6. The presiding officer shall appoint two members to count the ballots, who shall then immediately announce the results of each round of voting to the members. In the event of voting irregularities, they shall describe in detail the irregularities to the members, and ask for a revote.
7. If an amendment receives a simple majority, defined as 50 percent plus one, of present voting members, the amendment shall be considered an official addition to CWRUMUN’s Constitution.
